 


School Closure Protocol
Schools within the trust will continue to follow Government Guidance and seek advice from the Local Authority about school closures.  If either the Government or LA recommend partial or full school closure, we will adhere to this and follow their guidance.  
If schools feel that the danger to staff or children has increased we will review whether the schools need to partially or fully close, we will take into consideration the triggers below when deciding.  We will also take into consideration the number of children we have in school, the number of key workers and vulnerable children in any decision.   
We will discuss closures weekly at Head Teacher meetings and minute decisions, if we feel a review is needed between meetings one will be called and held.  If Headteachers feel that action is needed, trustees will be informed straight away and a decision made.  Trustees will make the final decision on any closure that is being considered.  If it is deemed that any one or all of the schools will close or partially close it will be communicated to all stakeholders in the appropriate way.

Symptomatic pupil (via their parents or carer) to inform the school office.  Teacher/TA/other staff member to inform the Headteacher of the coronavirus test result as soon as possible.








�In the case of pupils, teachers or TAs, if possible move the class group into alternative location and close off any other areas the symptomatic pupil/teacher/TA has come into contact with, so these can all be deep cleaned.








Symptomatic pupil/teacher/TA/other staff member will be told by Headteacher or DHT:


To self-isolate for 7 days 


To take a coronavirus test – school office to check any pupil tests are completed


That members of their household should self-isolate for 14 days.


If positive test is recorded whole bubble will close for 14 days.








Teacher/TA will be sent home immediately supervision will move to other adult in the room who will be supported by SLT member if needed.


Bubble to remain open.





Teacher to inform office staff and Headteacher/DHT so they can arrange for the pupil to be picked up and for the supervision of the pupil until then.


Bubble remains open unless a positive test is received.

Teacher to organise for the pupil to be taken to isolation area by a staff member (in full PPE) and to tell the pupil to keep 2-metres away from anyone they pass and not to touch anything.








Staff member to inform member of SLT.








The other pupils and staff in the symptomatic pupil’s/teacher’s/TA’s class group (plus any member of staff who cared for the pupil while they were symptomatic) will be:


Sent home


Told to self-isolate for 14 days


After 14 days, if they are not symptomatic, these pupils and staff can return to school. 








If test is negative





Symptomatic pupil/teacher/TA/other staff member can return to school, and members of their household can stop self-isolating. Other pupils/staff in their class group can continue to stay in school, unless they display symptoms.








If test is positive





Only the bubble with positive test will close.  School will inform Public Health and Local Authourity for further advice. Trustees, Local Governing Body and parents will also be informed. 








R Rate – If the R Rate is between 1.2 and 1.5.


Confirmed Cases – If confirmed cases increases at a significant rate. (Both national and local data will be used)


Deaths – If the number of deaths increases significantly. (Both national and local data will be used)


If number of positive cases within a school reaches two.
